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Peasburge Barn

Peasburge Barn is localed in the middle of the South Gloucestershire country side, mid-way between Down Ampney and
Meysay Hampton, Not 5o long ago, this building stood as a rather derelict agrncultural ruin intermingled with overgrown
saplings and weeds, ot erwise surrounded by acres of cultivated farmland. Historically it was owned by The Co-op, who
have substantial land haldings in this part of Gloucestershire. They sold it, with benefit of Planning Permission for residential
usa, to the pravious owners who converted it for its first new chapter in life.

Our clients bought Peasburge Barn in late 2010 and appointed Clifton Interiors and Studio Mark Ruthven to undertake
substantial alterations to the existing barn and create a large subterranean extension. The sensitive matter cf any historic
agricultural building in the Cotswolds prohibited any further extandaed accommaodation at ground level, so the solution lay
beneath. Consent was negotiated with the Planning Authority for a 280 square metres below-ground extension, in part under
the existing barn and extending out into the landscape. The new bwer-ground floor includes an B0 square metres sunken
courtyard garden and a dedicated 35 cubic metres wood pellet store to hold 17 tons of fuel to feed the new bio-mass boiler.

Clifton and SMR were jdined by a team of other consultants, contractors and specialist suppliers, mostly frem the West
Country, 1o rearrange the lay-out and complete the beautiful interior of the home. The new lower-ground floor looks ocut on to
the sunken courtyard garden and hosts two bedroom suites, as well as a gym, sauna and playroom. Wonderful new bespoke
boot and utility rooms &nd a stunning kitchen have been fitted to “he south wing, and the upper two floors of the old barn are
dedicated to a two-story master bedroom suite.

The property benefits from state-of-the-art building management systems and energy-aefficient lighting. Renswable energy is
created by the solar thermal panels on the garage roof. Services-wise, with the bic-mass boiler, new well and sewage
treatment plant, the project is virtually ‘off-grid’ independent.

Planning Consent has rcently been obtained for a stable block asd equastrian facilities, to be located on the land to the
south of the historic barn. This will be undertaken as the next phase of the project in conjunction with a comprehensive
schame for the landscaping.
